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"GOD LOVES ME"
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"HE LOVED ME TO THE END..."
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Everybody sins in one way or the other during his lifetime and is impure before God who is holy and
righteous.

It was necessary because
no person is holy and righteous enough to save himself. God the Greatest, able to do anything He
pleases, did this through the Messiah (Christ) Jesus.
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And so the Eternal Word of God became flesh, and Jesus the Messiah was born from a virgin through
the miraculous working of the Holy Spirit of God. He lived a glorious life without sin, performed many
wonderful miracles and in the fullness of time was crucified at the hands of those who didn't accept
Him as the Messiah.

He gave Himself for us and died in our place, taking the punishment for our sins, and
so fulfilled the purpose that He came for, namely to be the final and perfect sacrifice for our
redemption. On the third day He rose from the dead, and after having spoken to His disciples, forty
days after His resurrection, ascended into heaven where He still is and will be coming from again. He
was the only one worthy enough to carry the sins of the world, because He was the only one without
sin.
